COLLEGE LEADERS AT THE UN: KOREA 2017
OUTCOME DOCUMENT SUMMARY

21-25 August, 2017, NEW YORK

INTRODUCTION

We, the College Representatives of Korea, have gathered at the United Nations Headquarters in New York for the
College Leaders at the United Nations program conducted by the World Federation of United Nations Associations,
to comprehend the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and to call upon the international society and Korean
civil societies pertaining to Goals 4, 11, 16.

A CALL TO ACTION FOR GLOBAL AND KOREAN CIVIL SOCIETY

GOAL 4 (QUALITY EDUCATION)

First, we recommend the Ministry of Education of each nation to develop and integrate a mandatory global citizenship
education training program, for all primary and secondary school teachers, into its currently existing teacher education
curriculum.

Second, we recommend the Ministry of Education of each nation to include qualified global citizenship educators
in the development of public education textbooks of all subjects to make certain that the textbooks foster
understanding of cultural diversity.

Third, we urge APCEIU to increase the number of developed and developing countries participating in teacher exchange
program.

GOAL 11 (SUSTAINABLE CITIES AND COMMUNITIES)

First, we urge for the establishment of specialized departments designed to assist local governments in devising
independent local policies, including budget allocation and periodical evaluative measures that support the linkage
among urban, peri-urban and rural areas through dispersing functions of significant cities,

Second, we anticipate civil entities, such as non-governmental organizations (NGOs) and individuals to partake
in cross-sectoral programs, which involves the government and private sectors, that are designed to allot new
financial sources and to reinforce cooperative networks across domains,

Third, we urge local governments and private sectors to recognize water supply and sewer installation projects as a
single cycle structure, and together, the sustainable water supply and treatment system is enabled.

GOAL 16 (PEACE, JUSTICE, AND STRONG INSTITUTIONS)

First, we urge respective nations to recognize the unconventional nature and circumstances that North Korean
refugees face and initiate measures that warrant official refugee status to those who want to immigrate to certain
countries.

Second, we urge that the Chinese government protect the refugees who are in danger of the forced repatriation.

Third, we request UNICEF Korea to implement the “End Trafficking Project” of UNICEF US to raise the awareness
among average Korean citizens to more effectively spot ongoing cases of child trafficking and eradicate the current
stigma towards sex trafficked victims.

Fourth, we seek to collaborate with UN based organizations such as UNFPA and UNODC to coordinate the hosting of
an international knowledge exchange forum concerning holistic rehabilitation systems and counseling methods for
trafficked victims.

CONCLUSION

In accordance with the “Universal equality in dignity and rights” principle of the UN Sustainable Development Goals,
we, the college leaders at the UN, acknowledge that promoting the fundamental aspects that determine the quality
of civil society is crucial in the endeavor towards a sustainable society. Therefore, to secure the sanctities of tangible
and intangible components necessary for a universally inclusive environment, we advocate the relevant entities to
enhance systematic devises and raise public awareness in regards to the challenges that face education, sustainable

cities, peace and justice.
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
